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A large zone of shared risk represents the area of residual risk
behind (north of) the hurricane barrier, adjacent to riverine flood
risks along the Mill River. Significant development and
redevelopment have occurred in the last few decades, and
additional TOD is desired. Numerous historic resources and critical
facilities are located here. Downtown Stamford has regional
economic and employment significance.

Much of the area is impervious with dense commercial and
residential development. While many rooftops are lighter color,
there are several that are dark in addition to large dark parking
areas. Much of the green space available in the area provides
opportunities for increased tree coverage.
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Una amplia zona de riesgo compartido representa el area de riesgo
residual detras (al norte) de la barrera para huracanes, adyacente a los
riesgos de inundaciones fluviales a lo largo del rio Mill. En las ultimas
décadas ha tenido lugar una significativa urbanizacidn y reurbanizacién,
y se espera DOT adicional. Se encuentran aqui numerosos recursos
historicos y dependencias importantes. El centro de Stamford tiene
importancia econdmica y como generador de empleo a nivel regional.
Buena parte del area es impermeable con una densa urbanizacion
comercial y residencial. A pesar de que muchos tejados son de un color
mas claro, hay varios que son oscuros, sumados a grandes areas oscuras
de aparcamiento. Buena parte de los espacios verdes disponibles en el
area proveen oportunidades para una mayor cobertura de arboles.
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
