The Quinnipiac River runs through Central Southington, and
municipal staff report concerns related to flash flooding
along the river. Roads are often closed during the 100-year
storm event due to overtopping, and several properties
within this ROAR flood on a periodic basis. Specific streets
identified by the town include Curtiss Street, Mill Street,
Darling Street, and South Main Street. The wider area is
characterized by high heat vulnerability as well as moderate
flood and social vulnerability. Multiple critical facilities,
including educational and healthcare facilities, are also
located within this ROAR.
