The village of Higganum, part of the Town of Haddam, is
located along the Connecticut River, with Bible Rock Brook,
Hill Brook, and Ponset Brook converging in the village
center. The bridges associated with these converging
streams have the potential to clog during flood events, and
the town hazard mitigation plan lists multiple actions related
to mitigating flood vulnerability in this area. Higganum
Center is also an area of interest for redevelopment efforts,
with reported goals including redeveloping the former
Scovil Hoe manufacturing site and converting a former
elementary school into a senior/community center. These
redevelopment efforts could potentially be coordinated

with a resiliency focus to result in a resilience hub and
corridor for the Town of Haddam.
