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Stonington Borough is located on a point of land
extending into the Block Island Sound, west of Little
Narragansett Bay and east of Stonington Harbor. The
Borough is characterized by high flood vulnerability,
moderate heat vulnerability, and relatively low social
vulnerability. Many critical facilities and historic
resources are located within the densely-developed
Borough, and much of the Borough lies within the 100-
year flood zone. Egress during storm events is a
concern for the area, particularly as an Amtrak rail line
runs along the north end of the Borough.
