The Hockanum River runs along the western edge of the
Town of Vernon and crosses the historic district of
Talcottville. This ROAR contains multiple areas reported as
priorities for flood mitigation by the Town, including
Overbrook Road and Windsorville Road. The Windsorville
Road area contains a regional water treatment facility as well
as a regional animal control facility; access to these facilities
may be compromised by stormwater flooding. Town staff
have also reported a recent increase in flooding on Skinner
Road and Hockanum Boulevard. The wider area is
characterized by moderate to high flood vulnerability, heat
vulnerability, and social vulnerability.
